This Bible Olympics Program is a nine-month incentive-based program for children in grades 1 through 5.  The Bible Olympic Challenge consist of 9 challenges spread out over nine months (Sept. – May); one challenge per month. Each grade will have the same basic challenge each month, but changed slightly to better suit the student on their grade level. Here is how the grades challenges are broken down. 

· Grades 1 & 2 are required memorize and quote basic knowledge of the scriptures and the scriptures are in an easy to understand translation.  

· Grade 3 are required to know where the passage is found in the bible and memorize and quote the basic information.  Their scriptures are in the New King James translation.  

· Grades 4 & 5 are required to know where the passage is found in the bible and memorize and quote their passage in the New King James translation.

On the last Sunday of the month we will have our Bible Olympic Challenge. Each child will be awarded $25 star bucks for each challenge the complete. At the end of the 9 month challenge, if the student has successfully completed all 9 challenges, they will be rewarded a $1000.00 star buck bonus.

The Furniture of the Tabernacle: Exodus 37:1-38:8

1.  Ark of the Covenant - Here is where the glory of the Lord rested in the most                     

     holy place.  Held a copy of the Ten Commandments, Aaron’s rod and manna.

2. Bronze Laver – Priest would use for cleansing.

3. Altar of Burnt Offering – Used for animal sacrifices.

4. Gold Lampstand – Stood in the holy place.  It has seven branches.

5. Table of Showbread – Where offerings were placed in the holy place.  Held twelve loaves of bread representing the twelve tribes.

6. Altar of Incense – Sweet-smelling Incense burned on this altar inside the tabernacle.
